In the last week (?) of August 2006, controversy regarding the ‘dasam granth’
erupted once again as it has been erupting since the book was conceived of in about 1750
and when it was compiled in 1897.

To this collection, some one has added the compositions that can pass off as writings of Guru
Gobind Singh as they are not strictly opposed to the philosophy of Guru Granth — the only Sikh
scripture. We are certain it is a blasphemy to accept this entire book called ‘dasamgranth’ as the
writing of the incomparable Tenth King.

In its present form, the book is being deliberately established as a rival to the Guru Granth,
the living Guru of the Sikhs and the common scripture of humankind.This attempt is a despicable
crime against humanity and must be actively resisted by all those who have the good of humankind
at heart. Ever since we have understood the subject we, like the profound theologian Sardar Daljit
Singh, have equated the ill-intentioned thrusting of its authorship on the Tenth King as a striving to
place a dirty patch on his immaculate garment. This is intolerable to us as Sikhs and as human
beings.

We deny that according to the
cannons of Sikhi, the code of conduct prescribed collectively by the Sikhs for themselves, those
widely advertised as ‘high priests’ have any authority to impose their will upon even a single Sikh of
the Guru. Giani Gurbachan Singh whether he be counted amongst the high priest or the low ones,
is telling a blatant lie when he talks of parkash of ‘dasamgranth’ at Mukatsar. Gurtej Singh has
been bowing to the Guru at the darbar since 1952 and has never seen or heard of the presence of the
dasamgranth there,

We urge all Sikhs who know that Guru Gobind Singh is not the author of the ‘Dasam
Granth,” to hold fast to their belief. He is “the Lord of both the worlds.” Forsaking him is spiritual
death for the individual and betrayal of the self. Besides, it constitutes the most condemnable
disregard for Truth.

4. 'Dasam Granth' promotes Hinduism as it contains the katha of 24 avtaars of Hinduism and 3
versions of Chandi’s exploits. Hinduism is all about them.

Moreover, it also describes the Sikh Gurus as the descendants of the mythical Luv-Kush, who
never existed.

Answer: Before these critics dare discuss with this writer about the status of Adi Granth, they
must first understand the meaning of the word "GURU™ as repeatedly defined in the GURBANI
itself. All Pervading Formless Infinite God and His JOT (LIGHT SHED BY HIM AND THE BANI
EMANATING FROM HIM), CAN ONLY BE DIVINE IN VARIOUS FORMS, BUT NO

STANDARD, WE ARE TO IGNORE THOSE TRAITS. IT IS THEREFORE LIFE OF AVTAARS
IN SOME DETAILS ARE GIVEN. AT THE END OF LIFE OF EACH AVTAAR, IN DASSAM
GRANTH SPECIFICALLY, THE

GURU MADE IT VIVIDLY CLEAR THAT EXCEPT GOD HE DOES NOT RECOGNIZE ANY
ONE.

AT THE END OF KRISHNA AVTAAR THE GURU STATED "HE WOULD NEVER WORSHIP
GANESHA, KRISHNA, VISHU OR ANY OTHER DEITY. "Also at various places the Guru
stated, "THERE ARE THE BILLIONS OF WORMS LIKE KRISHNA AND RAMA, GOD
CREATED AND DESTROYED". IT IS SHEER MADNESS TO DESCRIBE SRI DASAM

CHRITROPAKHYAAN - Sri DASAM GRANTH COMMENTARY BY GREAT CHRISTIAN
MISSIONARY - C. H. LOEHLIN.

“According to the data given in the last Chritra or narrative, the work was completed in 1696 CE
on the bank of River Sutlej , probably at Anandpur. The last tale in the series is numbered 405, but
number 325 is somehow missing. The tales center upon the theme of women’s deceits and wiles,
though there are some, which describe the heroic and virtuous deeds of both men and women.

Tale one is a long introductory composition. It opens with an invocation to weapons, or to the God
of Weapons, then a number of Hindu mythical characters appear, and a terrible between the
demons and the gods follows. Finally Chandi appears, riding on her tiger and her enemies “fade
away as stars before the rising sun. ” With a final prayer for help and forgiveness, the introductory
tale ends. In the last tale 405 again the demons and gods battle. When Chandi is hard pressed, the
Timeless One finishes off the demons by sending down diseases upon them.

Tale 2 tells how the wise Adviser to Raja Chitra Singh related these tales of the viles of women in
order to save his handsome son Hanuwant from the false accusations of one of the younger Ranis.
Some of these tales were taken from the old Hindu books such as Mahabharta, the Ramayana, the
Purans, the Hitopadesa, the Panchtantra, from Mughal family stories, the folk tales of Rajasthan
and Punjab , and even from ancient Hebrew lore. The moral they aim at is that one should not
become entangled to the intrigues of wily women by becoming a slave to lust for trusting them is
dangerous. This does not mean that it is wrong to trust his own wife, or worthy women. , but it is
fatal to lose this world and the next by becoming enamored of strange women and entrapped in
their Wiles. The theme of most of these tales, however, is that many women will stop at nothing —
slander, arson, murder — to obtain their heart’s desire, that men are helpless

In their clutches, and that if men spurn them they have to reckon with the vilest and deadliest of
enemies, but that, conversely, worthy women are the staunchest of allies, and think nothing of
sacrificing their lives for their beloved.

In the Dasam Granth a little is given at the end of each tale. Thirty two of a total of 404 Tales are
thus labeled “Tales of Intrigue”. The remaining 272 Tales are labeled as “The Wiles of Women”.
However, while most of these are about lustful, deceitful women, there are some 74 tales of the
bravery, and intelligence of women, such as Tale 102 where Rani Kaikeyi drives Raja Dasrath into
battle, when his charioteer is killed; or Tale 137 where Dharupadi rescues the unconscious Arjan
and puts his enemies to flight. Men come in for at least a small share of being deceivers. In this
mixture of Tales of various sorts, there are 10 moral stories of the folly of gambling, drinking and
opium eating. There are also folk tales, love of Emperor Aurangzeb’s sister (Tale 278); stories of
Krishna and Radha, of Krishna and Rukmani; and of Joseph and Zulakha, based on the Biblical
story of Joseph and Potiphar’s wife in Genesis.

The closing verses of Tale 405 have some lofty Teaching about the Timeless Creator, His
understanding Love, and end with a plea for His continuing protection. Verses of Gratitude for the



for the help in completing the Composition form the final prayer of the author and close the strange
mixture of the tales of intrigue of women mostly, some worthy, many sinful, in which men are often
pictured as the gullible tools of these enchantments.”

(2) Regarding the contents of Sri Dasam Granth Ji, which contains Bani of Sri Guru Gobind
Singh Ji alone.

Guru completed good part of his writings during his visit to Nahan State , the remaining part was
completed on his return to Anandpur, well before 1699, by that time his writings were commonly
recited by Sikhs. In 1699 thousands people took Amrit, and prepared Amrit, by reciting 3 of his
Banis extempore, even those Sikhs who came outside Punjab. The Guru stepped down, when he
chose 5 Khalsa Sikhs, and installed them Guru in his place, this was for Eternity — THE
COLLECTIVE GURUSHIP. The Guru from 1699 did not write Bani, because he had stepped
down. Creation of Khalsa sharpened the attitude of Hindu Brahmins, and from 1699 onwards, till
they could evict the Guru from hill area, they did not stop attacking him. The Guru did not find
time to get the Bani compiled in the form of Granth. It was after his Demise, then Mata Sundari Ji
asked Bhai Mani Singh Ji to compile the Bani in the form of one Granth. Bhai Mani Singh took
four years to compile the whole Bani of Adi Granth and Dasam Granth. That Granth appeared in
1713 CE, and is available at New Delhi in the house of Raja Gulab Singh at Hanuman Road ,
behind the Imperial Building at Connaught Circus, New Delhi. I have seen that unwieldy combined
Adi Granth and Dasam Granth during 1960s. It is impossible to combine the whole Bani in One
Granth and handle it, nor it is possible to mix the Bani of these two Granths, as Adi Granth is in
Ragas, while Dasam Granth is subject wise, and in Sloks, Pauris and Chhands of more than 231

types.

Can any one dare to doubt the integrity of Mata Sunari Ji and Bhai Mani Singh Ji that this is not
Bani of the Guru? The Bani compiled in 1713 in Dasam Granth Ji is the same as that of the present
Dasam Granth. From where has the amalgamation come from? It is all Non-sense to say that the
Bani is NOT of Sri Guru Gobind Singh Ji.

“dasam granth”.

Now the parawise comments:

Para 1. You have not so far adduced one piece of evidence to attribute any part of the spurious
book to Guru Gobind Singh. It is a figment of your imagination that he wrote it. Did the Guru say
that “dasam granth” is “everything for us all”? Quote those words or realize that you are trying to
inflict your bias and prejudice on the gullible. Don’t try that emotional and meaningless approach
on us. Adduce evidence if you have any. Guru’s instructions to his Sikhs are “Akli Sahib Sevia Akli
Paiae Maan”.

Para 2. Everything in this para is inspired by pure and simple imagination without a shred of
evidence that the Guru wrote it or the Sikhs recited it.

This Jarnail Singh
Gyani, only a couple of days earlier stated his extreme love and esteem for all the Ten Books written
by Kala Afghana. This writer has read one of the Ten Books in which he hurled torrents of abuses
on the Writings of the Xth Guru in Bichitar Natak, which were most astounding that Sikhs could
sink to such a depth, to twist the facts, and translate the myths, metaphors and similes in plain
distorted language to misrepresent the facts . For the last eight years this writer is on the internet,
he has seen most vicious propaganda against this God’s Word from all these activist agents of the
Hindus in Power, vigorously making the drum beating to throw away this Granth, as not of the
Guru’s writings . Why this is so? The reasons are given below .

Dasam Granth was written by Guru Gobind Singh Ji mostly when he was on a visit to Nahan
State during 1680s . The Guru’s vigorous teachings of Equality of All, uplifting of the SUDRAS
and the PANHAMAS, the untouchables and those not worthy even to look at, being used as the
burden of the beasts for doing menial work, were being uplifted to the level of other high caste
Hindus. These Teachings were not to the liking of the high Caste Hindus, especially Brahmins, who
were considered more than gods . They took this opportunity of the Guru’s visit with few Sikhs only
to Nahan State, when all the 22 hilly states, ruled by Hindu rajas, they joined together with their
respective forces, and made a surprise armed attack on the Guru to completely exterminate him
with Sikhs once for all . It was then the Blessed Muslim Divine, Pir Buddhu Shah of Sadhaura, with
his 700 followers, all his four brothers and his two sons, came to the help of the Guru, and the
Hindu rajas attack was repulsed . It were Hindus who had been opposing the Guru till the end of
the Guru’s life . The clever Hindus, finding themselves not equal to the strength of the Guru, to do
away with him, they had been poisoning the ears of the Muslim rulers against the Guru, that the
Guru was a rebel and that he was after grabbing their hilly territories, and would also seize power
from the Mughals . Therefore, all the subsequent armed attacks the Hindus made were with the
help of the Mughals as a subsidiary power to assist the Hindus .



The differences of the Guru with Hindus were sharpened to the extreme, when the Guru organized
the Sikhs as KHALSA during March 1699 . A deputation of Hindu hill rajas saw Emperor
Aurangzeb, stationed in Southern India, to agree to dispatch most of the forces of the Mughals in
the northern region of India, to help them in completely doing with the Guru and the Sikhs during
1705 CE, The Guru had to vacate Anandpur for good, and suffered extreme losses in men and
material . The Guru lost all his Four Sons, and also his aged mother died in Mughal captivity at
Sirhind .  The Guru having been forced to vacate his fortified home at Anandpur, during the
remaining about three years of his life, he had no permanent abode to live peacefully . He had no
time to compile his Bani in the form of a Granth (One Book), but his writings remained preserved
in the form of various small books, each written on a subject matter . The Guru expired at Nanded
in Southern India in October 1708 . After his death his writings were first put in the form of
Granth (One Book form) with Adi Granth, in 1713 CE, copy maintained, in the house of late Raja
Gulab Singh in New Delhi . The Bani contained in this Granth is the same as same as we find in
Dasam Granth .

After few months of Guru Gobind Singh Ji’ expiry, the Sikhs chose Banda Bairagi as their
leader, who raised armed rebellion against the regime of Saintly Emperor Bahadur Shah, who was
then engaged in Southern India for quelling the rebellion raised by his younger brother Kam Baksh

Emperor Bahadur Shah was raised to Power through the Blessings and material help of the
Guru Gobind Singh Ji . Virtually it was a resvolt against the Guru by the unfaithful Sikhs . The
Bairagi could conquer the territories from Delhi to Lahore , and established his rule . The Sikh
Teachings were totally repudiated, in that it is the basic Sikh Trait not to aggress against any one
under any circumstances, except that use of force is to be only employed in self defense, when
unprovoked aggression is made, was violated . Secondly, the Sikhs began to idolize Adi Granth as
Living Guru (God), and accepted individual leadership of the Bairagi, instead of the
COLLECTIVE GURUSHIP OF FIVE BELOVED ONES, as established by the Guru for Eternity .
AS TAUGHT BY THE GURU . THE SUPREME AUTHORITY OF THE CHOSEN FIVE
BELOVED ONES AS THE COLLECTIVE GURU, AND FUNCTION UNDER THEIR DIVINE
PERFECT GUIDANCE, BUT STARTED BRAHMANIC PRACTICE OF IDOL WORSHIP OF
LIFELESS ADI GRANTH JI . AS THEIR LIVING GURU . THE BAIRAGI WAS
DOMINEERING PERSON, THE FANATICAL HINDU AND HATER OF MUSLIMS, AND THE
TERRORIST . THE WORST PART OF THE STORY IS THAT UNDER BANDA BAIRAGI AND
ALSO THEREAFTER UNDER INDIVIDUAL CORRUPT LEADERSHIPS, TILL THIS
MOMENT, THE SIKH OBJECTIVE HAS BEEN THE ACQUISITION OF THE MATERIAL
POWER ONLY IN THE NAME OF RELIGION, TOTAL CORRUPTION OF RELIGION .
TOTAL RELEGATION OF LOVE OF GOD, THAT TOO OF THE BRAHMINIC TYPE ON
COMMERCIAL BASIS OF GIVE AND TAKE PATTERN . LORD, YOU GIVE ME THIS, I
WILL THEN GIVE YOU SO MUCH OR DO SO MUCH . SIKHISM LOST ITS TOTAL
GRANDEUR ALL OF A SUDDEN . From that day onward to this day, Sikhs adopted the
Brahmanic practices of idolatory, class distinctions amongst Sikhs themselves, the Sudras and the
Panchamas, who embraced Sikhism, continued to be discriminated as low menial people — for all
practical purposes the Sikhs mostly merged back in Hindus, and began practicing Hindu idolatrous
practices of hankering after material things and Power worship . Since the Sikhs totally lost their
basic characteristics, they have during the past three centuries brought shame on the fair name of
Sikhism .

What to say of any allegiance to Dasam Granth, as the old hand written copies of Adi Granth reveal
that despite Guru Gobind Singh’s preparation of new recension of Adi Granth, free from any
interpolation of the spurious matter introduced by the some sections of Hindus, the Sikhs till Ranjit



Singh’s times, had been making copies of corrupted Adi Granths with interpolations . Till the Sikh
Reform Movement of Singh Sabha of 1890s, the Sikhs had been virtually Hindus .

Since the language used by the Xth Guru was scholarly Sanskrized Hindi,’Brij Bhasha’, and that
too rich in metaphors, myths, similes and symbolic language, little attention has been paid to this
Granth so far . Furthermore, the Guru took pains in giving the history of the Avtars, gods and
goddesses, as referred in the Adi Granth, in order to give the full comparative differences between
the old teachings and of the Gurus . And with the wrongly naming of Adi Granth as the GURU -
Living All Pervading God, in contravention of the Commands of GURBANI in the Granth itself,
when all attention has been given to Adi Granth alone, the Dasam Granth could not receive the
due attention for its study . Study of this Granth even presently has been confined to some scholars
only .

Sikhism’s only deadliest enemy is Hindu Brahminism, which teaches worship of the Material
Power, and class stratification of the society, hatred and enslavement of the lower caste people,
which we Sikhs have not been able to see through our last 300 years of history after the Guru .
Hindu high caste privileged people, particulars Brahmins, know that Sikhism basically stand for
Equality of All and will cut their roots of exploitation, and they at every opportunity try to
eliminate Sikhism and Sikhs’ very existence; while we Sikhs are not so much aware of even our
Basic Teachings, and least about the dangerous intentions of Hindus toward us .

Hindus in Power today have tried to eliminate us by enforcing all types of humiliations on us, in
depriving the people of Punjab even the natural resources that belong to the State, they have tried all types
of defamation tactics, and even force and state sponsored terrorism against Sikhs, destruction of our
religious places and literature in libraries, and slandering of our Scriptures; but have not been able to
eliminate us substantially . One way that they have adopted is, that they started
Saying that they agreed to the Dasam Granth, which helps in spread of “Hindivita” — Hinduism, as it
gives the life of all the Avtars, gods and goddess of ancient India .

The answer is, that SIKHISM reveres God in all His forms — The Divine Jot in Gurus, Avtars
and Prophets of East and West, in whom God’s Jot manifested . We are worshippers of One
Formless God alone, not any persons, Avtars, Prophets or even Gurus . In whatever Form the
Lord appears, only God is to be revered of His Excellences in Avtars, Gurus or gods and goddesses

Hence in both the Granths there is mention of these Avtars and Prophets . We are taught to take
the Divine Virtues in whatever form God appeared . Anything which is contrary to the Divine
standard, we are to ignore those traits . It is therefore life of Avtars in some details are given in
Dasam Granth . At the end of life of each Avtar, in Dasam Granth specifically, the Guru made it
vividly clear that except God he does not recognize any one . At the end of Krishna Avtar, the
Guru stated, “He would never worship Ganesha, Krishna , Vishnu or any other deity . ”  Also at
various places the Guru stated, “there are billions of worms like Krishna and Rama, God created
and destroyed . ” It is sheer madness to describe Sri Dasam Granth as Hindu Granth . Can any
Hindu granth make such bold assertions? Chandi or Durga is a mythical story, depicting the
Divine Jot or SOUL in all, which fights all the instinctual forces and other inimical forces, and keep
us united with God . The Divine Primal Force has been given mythical names, and the instinctual
forces in us they too are given mythical names of demons . There is the description of fight
between the two opposing forces, and resultant elevation of our Real self, peace of mind and
happiness . There is vast difference between the Sikh approach, and the Hindu worship of stone
gods and goddess, which has been condemned .

However, the State power is a great force, the Delhi rulers have been successful in creating
wedge in Sikhs, in having bought certain so called Sikhs, in Sikh appearance, but they have no



conscience . It is they who repeat like parrot that Dasam Granth is all filth, dirt , garbage and
sexy, as it is praised by Hindus, our enemies, for spreading “Hindivita”, hence should be thrown in
the trash can . These group of people have championed the Sikh cause of their grievances against
the Hindu Delhi rulers, to gain the support of the Sikhs .

King Raghu was a great and famous king of the Sun Dynasty or Raghubans. He ruled for a long
time from Avadpuri, now known as Ayodhya. After his death, his son Aj was the great king; who in turn
was succeeded by his son, Dashrath. He used to go deep in the forests for chasing animals. He married
three wives, Kaushalya, Sumitra and Kaikei, but was not blessed with a son. When he married Kaikei, she
secured two promises from Dashrath. These later on caused his death. The king failed to comprehend the
mystery of the promises, and gave the word . The story goes as under —

There took place a war between gods and demons . King Dasrath himself took part in this
ferocious battle . When the king’s charioteer got killed in the battle, then Kaikei herself acted as one .
On seeing this miracle, the king was wonderstruck . He was so pleased that he made two promises,
without any serious reflection or apprehension .  We will not delve in the details of the battle Dashrath
had come to help the gods .

I, king
Dashrath, seek your protection . You can do me whatever you wish . You may either absolve me or kill
me . | submit myself to you . They said, “King Dashrath, send for huge quantity of wood . Thus both
the parents of Shravan got themselves immolated . Before they died, they gave a curse to the king, “As
we have lost our lives in separation of our son, we curse you suffer the same . ” The king also wanted to
end his life, when a revelatory voice was heard . O Dashrath do not feel aggrieved . Vishnu will be born
to you, as your son . Through him will be wiped out the sin you have committed today . He will be
known as Ram, an incarnation . He will ameliorate the entire world . He will annihilate the wicked in a
moment . Thus his fame will spread far and wide . ”

The king came back home .

The king was blessed with four illustrious sons . Queen Kaushalya gave birth to Ram; queen
Sumitra gave birth to Lakshman and Shatrugan; and queen Kaikei gave birth to Bharat .

Before making invasion of Sri Lanka , Sri Ram Ji, sent Hanuman to Sri Lanka for obtaining the
Intelligence Report . On Hanuman’s return Sri Ram Ji asked Hanuman as under —

Sri Ram — Ah O Hanu, kich sudh hai Sia ki chit mahe . (O Hanuman, have you brought any information
about Seeta Ji?)
Hanuman — Hai Prabhu . Basai Lunk, Kalunk bina, teh Ravan bagh ki chaei . (Yes, my Lord . She
resides in Sri Lanka , without any blemish, in the garden of Demon Ravan , under a tree) .

Sri Ram - Jeewat hai? (Is she alive?)
Hanuman — Kehbai ko Nath . (O Lord, just to say so)
Sri Ram — Kion na mari ham tai bisraei . (Why did she not die, when she got separated from me?) .
Hanuman — Pran basai Prabh Pankaj meh, jum avat hai, par pavat nahi . (Her Breath of life ever abides at
the holy feet of her Husband Lord, when the Angels of Death come, they do not find in her) .

PART Il

How Baidi and Sodhi Clans from this Raghubans Dynasty emerged, follows.

We are to study the invaluable revelations made by Sri Guru Gobind Singh Ji in Bichitar Natak,
Chapters 2 -4, regarding origin of the Baidi and Sodhi Clans, from Raghubans (The Illustrious Raghu
Dynasty) . Hindu records also show that CLANS Trehan and Bhalla, were the descendents of Princes
Lakshman and Bharat respectively . Therefore all the Ten Gurus belonged to RAGHUBANS or Raghu
Dynasty . Raghu, as already stated, was a great warrior and highly learned King . His descendents
began to belong to the Raghu Dynasty, as Raghubansi . His son was King Aj, equally great learned king,
and his son was Raja Dasrath, the great Archer and learned king . The details about him have already been
given above .

The ancestors of all the Ten Gurus were Kashtriyas of the Solar Dynasty, known after the name of
Great scholar King Raghu, who were the rulers of North western part of India. A section of this Dynasty
became the great scholars of religion and became the exponents of the Vedas . From this scholarly
traditions, which were maintained in this Clan, they became to be known as Baidies . It was from this
Clan, Guru Nanak was born in April 1469 CE in the house of Baba Kalyan Rai Baidi, the Revenue
Accountant of the fief of Rai Bhoey at Talwandi .

No one can reach the depth of the mystery and wisdom of the All Wise Infinite Creator . The
Creator Lord caused the birth of Great Saint Bhagat Prehlad in the house of Demon king Harnakash; great
saints like Bhagat Sri Kabir, Bhagat Sri Nam Dev, Bhagat Sri Ravidas in Sudra Hindu familes; and Sikh
Gurus in the renowned families of Baidies, Trehin, Bhalla and Sodhis of Great Raghubans (Dynasty of
Great Raghu) . Hereunder is the story of the origin of the said Clans of Baidies and Sodhis from the
original Raghubans, as given by Sri Guru Gobind Singh Ji in Bichitar Natak, chapters 2-5. However, it
may be clarified that whatever the parentage or ancestry of the Bhagats or the revered Sikh Gurus, their
respective Personality is adjudged from whatever they believed in, stood for and preached . The Gurus
did belong to the most distinguished administrators, warriors and the learned ancestors, NOT ordinary
persons of no achievements .

For the correct appreciation of Sri Guru Gobind Singh Ji's unique revelations, it is felt necessary
to first read Chapter 14 of Bichitar Natak . This chapter precedes the Guru's Immortal Superb
Composition, Chandi Chritar, Utki Bilas . It begins with a Chaupai - the Ever Existent Lord liberated



all the Saints, while all the malevolent persons were done to death by undergoing sufferings . O Lord,

Your doings are Wondrous, whereby You have saved Your devotees from all the troubles . (1)

You have saved the Saints from all the troubles, while all the trouble makers have been crushed just as the

tiny thorns are crushed . Considering me as Your servant, You have helped me and saved me by Your

Grace . (2)

Whatever spectacles | have witnessed , | narrate them . You, O Lord, if You shower Your Grace upon

me and enable me, this servant will narrate them . (3)

As and when whatever | have seen various things, | desire to narrate them whatever | have witnessed in

my previous existences, | will with Your Grace narrate them all . (4)

The Ever Existent Lord (Sarab Kaal) is my Father and the same Master of all the Times is my Mother .

The Enlightened Mind is my Guru and mental tendencies , which have made me good deeds are my

Mother . (5)

When the Enlightened Mind became full of thoughtfulness only then it became my Teacher (Guru) and

told everything to me in clear form. Whatever events | have witnessed in my previous lives , now | wish

to narrate them . (6)

When the Ever Existent Lord out of His Compassion showed Grace upon me, all these previous births

were recollected by me. (7)

I could get so much wisdom, by His Grace only . The Ever Existent Lord became kind to me and all in

the times becoming Protector like All Steel; He defended us all . (8)

I have the Protection of the Supreme Lord in all the times . O Almighty, All Steel (All Powerful and

Compassionate to the humble) You alone are my Protector in all the times . Having realized Your Grace

on me, | have become Fearless, assuming myself to be the leader of the people, I at times feel pride in this

. (9)

As and when the previous births of mine came to my memory, | have described them in the Granth . As

I have seen in the Satyuga, | have related the tale of the goddess . (10)

Earlier also the stories of Chandi have been told and the descriptions from top to bottom have been made
Putting aside the stories told previously, now again | desire to praise the Lord . (11)

The purpose of giving Chapter 14 of Bichitar Natak here is three fold . (1) To prove the
authenticity of Sri Bichitar Natak, where the previous births of Sri Guru Nanak Dev Ji and Sri Guru Ram
Das Ji have been given, and also the origin of Baidi and Sodhi Clans . This clearly shows that Sri Guru
Gobind Singh Ji was the author of the Wondrous description of the Myth of creation (to be dealt with
separately) . (2) The Guru was the author of all the three versions of Chandi Chritras . (3) The Guru
praised all along God Alone, none else, saying in the end - "Putting aside the stories told previously, now
again | desire to praise the Lord . " (11)

ORIGIN OF BAIDI AND SODHI CLANS

As already described in Part I, Mata Seeta Ji became the mother of two sons, who were named
Luv and Kush . After proving her unique PURITY OF CHARACTER, while in exile in the jungle, the
people of Ajudhiya bowed at the feet of Seeta Ji . Sri Ram Chander Ji brought Seeta Ji with two sons,
Luv and Kush, back to Ajudhia . After Sri Ram, both Luv and Kush became kings and ruled for a long
time . Two cities were raised in Punjab, (1) Lahore by Luv, and Kasur by Kush . The respective sons of
Luv and Kush also became the rulers, and so did their grand children . It is mentioned that Kush 's
decendent, Kalket and Luv's decendent Kalrai had innumerous sons . Kalket possessed peerless strength,
and expelled Kalrai from the city of Lahore . Kalrai fled to the country of Sanaudh, located south of
Delhi, where he married the king's daughter . The son born in his house of that marriage was named
Sodhi Rai . The Sodhi Clan began from that time . The sons and grandsons sprung from Sodhi Rai, all
began to be called SODHIS . They became very distinguished among men and their wealth increased
day by day . They exercised the independent sway and conquered the kings of many countries . They



spread religion every where, and caused the umbrellas to wave over their heads . Sodhi Rai, who had
become the king, had two sons; named Jagat Rai and Prithvi Rai . Appointing Prithvi Rai as Raja, Sodhi
Rai took his elder son Jagat Rai and made invasion of Lahore . They remembered the old enmity and
wished to avenge themselves by retaking Lahore . They retook Lahore after a bloody battle . The
surviving members of the Kush descendents fled to Kanshi ( Varanasi ) . There they expounded the
Vedas and became the readers of Vedas . Those of the expelled descendents of Kush , who used to read
Vedas, began to be called Baidis . They carefully attended to the religious duties . Their fame reached
their cousin brothers, the Sodhis, the rulers of Lahore .

The Sodhi King of Lahore (who became Guru Ram Das) was an extremely Compassionate person
He sent his ambassador with a conciliatory letter for Baidis cousin brothers, to forget the old enmity
that prevailed amidst them . The royal ambassador explained the contents of the message of the king to
all Baidis . On this all the Baidis proceeded toward Lahore to meet with the King . On arrival they all
made respectful obeisance to the King . The King caused Baidis to recite Vedas . While all his brothers
were seated near him in the assembly, they recited the Vedas one after the other Veda, making
gesticulations with their hands . The King was pleased and on hearing the Scriptures developed the deep
love for the Creator Lord . Consequently the King was so moved that he gave all his possessions to the
Baidis . He elected to live in a forest in the garb of a Rishi to spend his life in meditating on the Name of
the Creator Lord .  The people tried to restrain him, but he dismissed all regrets, and totally absorbed
himself in God's love .

The Baidi Chief was pleased on obtaining the kingdom and in the joy of his heart blessed the
Sodhi King, saying, "When | will again come in the Kali Age under the name of Nanak, | will make you
worthy of worship in the world, and you shall attain the highest dignity . You heard three Vedas from us,
and on hearing the fourth Veda you have given your kingdom . When | as Nanak assume three births
(Nanak, Angad and Amar Das), in my fourth birth, | shall make you the Guru . "

Baidis were pleased on getting the kingdom . Afterwards again quarrels increased amongst the
Baidis, which no one could adjust . It was the will of God that the sovereignty should pass from the
Baidis Only 20 villages remained in possession of the Baidis, where they began to till the land . A long
time passed this way, when the epoch for the birth of Nanak arrived . Nanak Rai born in the line of these
Baidis, conferred happiness on all his disciples and assisted them in this world and the next . He
established a religion in the Kali Age and showed the way unto all holy men . Sin never touches those,
who follow in his footsteps . God removes all sufferings and sins from those who embrace the Path
shown by Nanak . Pain and hunger will never annoy and they never fall into death's noose . .

The Baidi Chief of the olden times was Sri Guru Nanak Dev Ji, and the Sodhi Raja of Lahore was
Sri Guru Ram Das Ji .
The Baidi Chief at that time told the Sodhi Raja of Lahore , "Triti Baid sunat Tum kia . Chatur Baid
sune bhoo ko deea . Teen Janam,Hamhoo jub dhar hai . Chouthai Janam Guru Tohe kar hai . (9)
Chapter 4, Sri Bichitar Natak .
Ut Raja kanune sidhaiyo . Ait Ein Raj karat sukh payo . Kaha lagai kar katha sunao . Granth badhan
tai adhik daraon. (10)

When the appropriate time reached, then - "Tin Baidian ki Kul bikhai pargatai Nanak Rai . Sub
Sikhan ko sukh daey jeh teh hoey sahay (4) Chapter 5. "Nanak Angad ko bup dhara. Dharam parchur
eih jug mein kara . Amar Das pun Naam kahaio . Jun deepak tai deep jagaio . (7) JAB BAR DAN

EARLY LIFE OF SRI GURU RAM DAS JI

Jetha Ji, who later became Guru Ram Das, the 4th Guru, to succeed Sri Guru Amar Das, was born
at Lahore, Chooni Mandi in 1534 CE Jeetha Ji's mother died soon after his birth . ; and was raised by his
father, Thakur Har Das Sodhi . He was the only son of his parents . It so happened that Thakur Har
Das also died, when Jetha Ji was merely a child of 7 years . At that time no one came forward to take
care of the orphaned child . Jetha Ji's maternal mother was also a resident of village Basarke, in Amritsar
district, where Baba Amar Das Ji also used to live . (At that time the city of Amritsar was not in
existence . ) The maternal grandmother of Jetha Ji, on hearing the demise of her son-in-law, Thakur Har
Das Ji, went to Lahore on this sad occasion to express her sympathies to the relations of her son-in-law .
On seeing that no one was ready to take care of her orphaned grandson, she took hold of the child and
brought him with her to Baserke village to live with her . On hearing the sad news of the demise of the
son-in-law of the old lady, the residents of Baserke village , came to the old lady's house for expressing
their sympathies . Baba Amar Das also came to the old lady's house for expressing his sympathies . Baba
Amar Das by that time had not met Sri Guru Anagad Dev Ji . Baba Amar Das expressed his sympathies
to the old lady, and also saw Jetha Ji at that time . Baba Amar Das Ji was exceptionally very much
attracted toward Jetha Ji, apart from having been moved by the situation the child had been put, observed
extraordinary signs of his brilliance and greatness . From that time onward Baba Amar Das Ji treated
him as one of his own children, and took complete care of him . It was then year 1541 C . E ., and in
the same year Baba Amar Das Ji went to Khadur to meet with Guru Angad Ji . Baba Amar Das then
decided to live at Khadur and to render all possible service in the running of the Sikh Missionary Center
there . Jetha Ji and his maternal grandmother were not economically well off . Jetha Ji during his
tender age began selling boiled grams and other things as a hawker, to earn for livelihood . Baba Amar
Das Ji would occasionally come to visit his native place Baserke to meet with his family members, and he



would make it a point to spend some time with Jetha Ji, fondle him as a father and looked after his welfare
When the town of Goindwal was raised under the instruction of Guru Angad Dev during 1546 CE,
then Baba Amar Das brought all the family members, including Jetha Ji and his grandmother, to
Goindwal to settle there . Jetha Ji was then 12 years of age . At Goindwal too, Jetha Ji worked as a
hawker to sell the boiled grams and other food articles to earn the livelihood . Baba Amar Das, who
during the day time would go to Khadur to meet Guru Angad and work for the Sikh Mission there, also
could meet with Jetha Ji frequently at Goindwal . Jetha Ji would also visit Khadur to pay his obeisance to
Sri Guru Angad Dev Ji, Thus Jetha Ji spent his childhood and his adolescent life under the tutelage of
Baba Amar Das Ji and Guru Angad Dev Ji . In the year 1552 CE, Baba Amar Das Ji succeeded as the
3rd Guru, and established Goindwal as the Sikh Missionary Center , under the instruction of Sri Guru
Angad Dev Ji. By this time Bibi Bhani, the younger daughter of Sri Guru Amr Das Ji had grown to the
marriageable age. The Guru thought Jetha Ji would be an ideal match for his daughter. From the worldly
point of view Jetha Ji was an orphaned child and had no economic status; while Guru valued the brilliance
and his moral character. During 1553, when Jetha Ji was 19 years old, his marriage with Mata Bhani Ji
was solemnized .
JETHA JI, as RAM DAS, SUCCEDED AS FOURTH GURU TO GURU AMAR DAS JI IN AUGUST
1574 . SRI GURU RAM DAS JI WAS FOLLOWED BY SIX MORE GURUS, WHO WERE ALL HIS
DESCENDENTS. THUS FROM 4th TO 10th GURU, THEY WERE ALL SODHI IN THE LINEAGE
OF SRI GURU RAM DAS JI .

IMPORTANT TO NOTE
The reason why the Guruship remained confined to the descendents of Guru Ram Das Ji, was that as
this was the first occasion when the Guru in office could select his successor from his family members,
who was born and brought up in total superb Sikh environment, and no specific training was required to
be imparted for the purpose, as the first three Gurus had to do in choosing their successors .

We have waded through the bulky email above. Half of it pertains to Ramavtar and the rest to the
‘bachittarnatak’. We choose not to react to the latter part as there are at least half a dozen books on the
subject and there would be no sense in repeating all the arguments already presented.

To the first part we will react. It is nothing new and within Hindudom all about it is well known. Those
who have read Dr. Ambedkar’s “Riddles of Ram & Krishan” and the “Sarita” (Hindi) series, later
published in the form of books will find some repetition in our reply. We intend to point out salient
arguments because they will knock the foundation, out of the ‘bachittarnatak’ which is a ‘drama’ written
by someone to cause the amalgamation of Sikhi into the Hindu fold and is adopted by the uninformed like
Dalip Singh to be the writing of Guru Gobind Singh. He uses a very provocative title in introduction: “If
you dare challenge these facts — Dalip Singh.”



We offer below parawise comments on the first 5 pages of Dalip Singh’s email.
Let us begin by analyzing Dalip Singh’s facts:

“Ancestry of Sikh Gurus” is factually wrong title as Guru Angad and Guru Amardas were neither Sodhis
nor Bedis. This statement of Dalip Singh is factually wrong.

Para 1

Ramayan tale has many facets and all experts agree that it is an imaginary account of a mythical figure.
Some place the Ramayan in the land between the Tigris and Euphrates . They say it was brought to India
by the conquering Aryans. All locations about Ayodhia, Balmikis ashram and Saryu river are therefore
later adoptions existing only in the mind of believers like Dalip Singh. Ramayan is not factual but a
fictitious account — except for Dalip Singh.

Para 2
In the second paragraph Dalip Singh shows gods as dependant upon man. God of Sikhi is all powerful,
dependant upon none.

The alternate Kakei story is that she thrust her arm in place of the wheel axle is also improbable.

Para 3

better gentleman and nearer to Guru’s teachings when he did not molest Sita who was his captive neither
did he cut off his nose.

Para 7
Ram killed Ravana with “an army of monkeys”. Try telling that to a class five student and see whether he
immediately calls up the lunatic asylum or not.

In Gurbani the Gurus and the Bhagats have acknowledged the appearances of Avtars and
Prophets, and all those were historical persons as were the Gurus . Those who deny the
GURBANI, cannot call themselves as Sikhs . Earlier my comments were sent to Gurtej Singh’s
such writings as under —

“SIKHISM, however, reveres God in all His forms — The Divine Jot in Gurus, Avtars and
Prophets of East and West, in whom God’s Jot manifested . We are worshippers of One Formless
God alone, not any persons, Avtars, Prophets or even Gurus . In whatever Form the Lord
appears, only God is to be revered .

Granth . Can any Hindu granth make such bold assertions? Chandi or Durga is a mythical story,
depicting the Divine Jot, which fights all the instinctual forces and other inimical forces, and keep
us united with God . The Divine Primal Force has ben given mythical names, and the instinctual
forces in us they too are given mythical names of demons . There is the description of fight
between the two opposing forces, and resultant elevation of our Real self, peace of mind and
happiness .

Sri Ram Chander Ji was a historical Avtar of Treta Yuga (Silver Age), born in Ayudhia . His
Divine Status has been recognized in both the Granths, and also of Sri Balmeek Ji, who wrote
